This tool is designed for safely
squaring and repairing muzzles after shortening. To ensure your safety and the effective use of this product,
please read and follow these safety instructions carefully.

Insert the pilot into the cutter until it is securely in place.

Using the Cutter:3.

Clamp the muzzle securely in a vise or other stable fixture.
Position the cutter over the muzzle and ensure it is aligned properly.
Apply gentle pressure to the cutter handle to begin cutting.
Maintain a steady and controlled motion while cutting.
Once the cut is complete, remove the cutter and inspect the muzzle for smoothness.

Cleaning and Maintenance:4.

After use, clean the cutter and pilot with a dry cloth to remove any debris.
Store the cutter and pilot in the provided polypropylene box to protect them from damage.
